Many thanks for seeing Janice; I met in your opinion about cholecystectomy given her general ill health recently and the scan findings.

The recurrent ill health does seem to be related to the gallstones shown on the most recent scan.  She has had her exercise test performed and Angus Hains has reassured her that he does not believe she has any significant coronary disease contributing to her symptoms.

As there is a clear evidence of gallstones, probably with chronic cholecystitis, I have suggested that this is likely to be contributing to her general ill health.  

Otherwise, she says that she has better diabetes control after putting in more effort just recently despite her general ill health.  The most recent glycated haemoglobin was 8.1%.  I will interested to see her when she has had the gallstones sorted out; please let me know if you are concerned about her otherwise.
